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The monitoring station is at the rear of the pavement on the High St, in front of All Soul's College, in central Oxford. General traffic is restricted in High St between 7.30 am and 6.30 pm when the road may only be used by buses and taxis or for access. The sampling intake is located approximately 2 metres from kerbside and 1.5 metres above ground level. The surrounding urban area is a popular location for tourists and shoppers and comprises of business and commercial properties.
